The 35th Annual Invitational Summer Institute
Institute Description
The 2015 Invitational Summer Institute of the Boston Writing Project at UMass Boston brings together a group of experienced teachers of all subjects, K-12. During a pre-institute orientation, three 4-day weeks, and one follow-up session, fellows look at themselves as writers, teachers and researchers.

Fellows write, respond to each other’s writing, revise and publish throughout the summer institute. This happens in two ways: 
Twice weekly “response groups” provide Fellows with an opportunity to practice responding in ways that encourage revision, and help them learn writing from the inside out, profoundly informing their instruction.
In addition, as one of over 200 sites affiliated with the National Writing Project, Boston Writing Project fellows draw on the research of others across the profession and across the years, reading and applying the works of other teacher-writers and researchers as they inquire into issues of interest and concern in their teaching and writing practices. This culminates in a written “inquiry proposal” that each Fellow constructs which describes possible avenues for further exploration during the school year.
 An important component of the institute is the sharing of teaching ideas. To that end, Fellows, with the help of BWP teacher-consultants and past institute participants, prepare and deliver a 90 minute teaching demonstration that illustrates an aspect of their best practice. Each demonstration is then explored to tease out its transferability across grades and subject areas. Upon successful completion of the Invitational Summer Institute, teachers may become part of BWP’s statewide and national network of Teacher Consultants, continuing to build a knowledge base and equip themselves for leadership at their own schools and/or in NWP sponsored programs.
Details

Facilitated by a leadership team that includes BWP co-directors, technology liaison, and experienced teacher consultants, the Invitational Summer Institute begins with an orientation on Saturday, June 6th. The summer session runs Monday through Thursday, 9:00 AM – 3:30 PM, July 6 through July 23.  In addition, all fellows attend a follow-up session on Saturday, October 10, 9:30 AM - 12:30 PM and may become active in the many NWP programs in our network. Fellows receive a $200.00 stipend, free parking, and PDP’s, and are eligible for six graduate credits at a substantial discount.
